The event started out with
the construction of the 10 x 20
ft structure which was used to
support the apples. With the
help of the participants the
mural was assembled trans-
forming it into an image cap-
turing the human empower-
ment of the sun and the moon.
Another highlight of the event
was the de-construction of the

mural held that evening, where
all the apples used were given
away to children from the
Vajira Sri Children’s Home in
Pita Kotte. This whole Leo
Apple Art mural signified the
new global philosophy of the
company, “creativity has the
power to transform people’s
behaviour”.

The idea to use apples to
construct a mural has a special
significance, which marks the
birth of the Leo Burnett
Company 73 years ago. The
story dates back to when the
agency first opened its doors on
August 05th 1935. As a way of
saying “Welcome”, the newly
formed agency placed a bowl of
apples to welcome its guests.
The move to open an advertis-
ing agency in the midst of the
1930’s Depression drew many
an adverse comment, including
one from a newspaper colum-
nist who predicted that the
founder Leo Burnett himself
would soon be forced to sell
apples on the street. Contrary
to the general belief, the ever
optimistic Leo Burnett believed
that the only way to succeed is
by striving to move forward.
This belief eventually resulted
in the Leo Burnett Company
becoming one of the largest
and most successful agencies in
the world.

Commenting on Leo Apple
Art, Ranil de Silva, Managing
Director, LBSI said, “The Leo
Apple Art has a lot of signifi-
cance to all of us at Leo
Burnett. We have combined two
vital elements of our company
to celebrate the 73rd global
anniversary. The two pursuits
of the simple act of giving
away apples and our core value
of creativity have been brought
together in this celebration”.

A simple gesture of putting
a bowl of apples to welcome
visitors had the power to trans-
form people’s behaviour in a
significant way. This gesture,
performed 73 years ago, cap-
tured the essence of the compa-
ny’s core values that communi-
cates itself through its award
winning masterpieces world-
wide. It was Leo Burnett’s firm
belief that “the work of an
advertising agency is warmly
and immediately human, and
deals with human needs, wants,
dreams and hopes”. From then
on, the apple became a leg-
endary icon used by Leo
Burnett offices worldwide. To
this day, Leo Burnett agencies
world over offer apples as a
token of welcome to all its visi-
tors maintaining a tradition set
by its founder 73 years ago.
