Arule alteration which allows American
Idol judges the power to veto the pub-
lic vote has been slammed by fans of

the talent show.
Some television critics have labelled the

change - the first of its kind in the show’s
seven year history - “un-American”.

Announced earlier this month the
‘Judges’ Save’ will give the four-strong judg-
ing panel the chance to save a contestant
from elimination even if the singing hopeful
has been picked to leave the contest by the
viewing public.

The judges’ veto can be only used once
during the series and must be agreed upon
by all four members of the judging panel,
including head judge, Simon Cowell.

“To the extent that Idol sells itself as an
exercise in democracy, in which you choose
your next pop star, it needs to be pure,” said
Time.com’s James Poniewozik in criticism of
the move.

The ‘Judges’ Save’ is thought to have
been introduced to boost the series’ falling
ratings, which are around nine per cent
lower than the previous series.

Further changes were made to the
show’s format, including the reintroduction
of ‘wild card’ finalists and the addition of

singer- songwriter, Kara Dioguardi, to the
judging panel.

Massive Bollywood payday

Kylie Minogue has become the highest-
paid foreign celebrity in Bollywood history -
after pocketing more than $1 million for per-
forming a single song.

The “Spinning Around” star appears as
herself and sings a dance number for mar-
itime feature, “Blue”, and enchanted co-star
Akshay Kumar with her performance.

Said Akshay Kumar, “Kylle couldn’t have
been more perfect. Her beautiful voice and

bubbly personality are adored by so many.
