The friend advised the “Thriller” hitmaker
to undergo a series of tests to determine what
was wrong: “The only thing it pointed out was
he was extremely dehydrated, nothing wrong
with his heart, nothing wrong with his lungs.
So the next day we get out of court and | said,
‘| need to take you to a hospital,” and he said,
‘No, no, they'll kill me!”

The friend finally managed to convince
Jackson to check into a hospital and spend
the night receiving the treatment he desper-
ately needed.

The pal adds, “So we went to a hospital in
San Francisco and they start examining him.

At about 6 p.m., they start intravenously
putting liquid in him, and, at about 6 am they
were still putting liquid in him. The doctor said
to me, had he waited 12 more hours he would
have been dead.”

Jackson died after suffering a cardiac
arrest on 25 June (09). Reports suggest the

King of Pop was emaciated when paramedics
arrived at his rented Los Angeles home follow-
ing an emergency call.
